Individuals with vision impairments
often have difficulty using other sensory
devices, such as a cell telephone.

As cell
telephone technology advances, the
phones have become smaller making it
difficult to read the numbers.

The Jitterbug cell telephone has a
larger, easy-to-read keypad and screen
to assist those with limited vision. The
Jitterbug is now available for purchase
at the FORSIGHT VISION store, 1380
Spahn Avenue.

The Jitterbug is just one of a number
of devices available at the store to assist
the vision impaired with living their
lives to the fullest. Other items include
magnifying items to assist in reading
newspapers and books and watching
television and reading computer
screens.
